A. Scientists believe that the sun, the earth and the other planets were formed more
than 4.5 billion years ago. At that time a huge cloud of dust and gas burst and took
the form of a flat disk. The disk was moving faster and faster, most of the material
it was made of was pulled to the center and formed the sun. The other particles,
which were further from the centre, formed the planets.

B. Earth stands apart from the other planets of the Solar System and is considered the
most romantic planet. It has a blue colour and looks fantastic from space. The carth
gets its colour from oxygen as roughly 71 percent of the surface of our planet is
covered by water, whose molecules contain oxygen, and about a fifth of its
atmosphere is made up of oxygen too.

C. In its early days Earth was a rocky and waterless planet. It was very hot inside and
the fountains of boiling lava were everywhere. When the lava cooled down, it
formed the hard layer of the Earth’s surface. The chemicals it contained turned into
gases and formed the atmosphere. The oceans were formed later.

D. Earth is the only planet known to support life. Bacteria were the first living
organisms to inhabit it. Some species of corals and molluscs appeared about 540
million years ago. Then new forms came into existence — fish, reptiles, dinosaurs
and lastly birds and mammals. Human beings are supposed to have lived on the
planet for only 200,000 years.

E. As soon as people accepted the idea that the earth was nothing more than a planet -
one of the billions of planets in the universe - they started to invent different tools
and apparatuses to study the environment around them. The first telescopes were
designed by Galileo and Copernicus. Since that time the telescope has been
constantly upgraded but it’s still one of the most effective tools to study the
universe with.

F. People have always been curious about how the universe works, they’ve always
wanted to go to other planets and see other worlds. Now there’s a good chance for
man to realize his old dream - to reach Mars and step on its surface. It’s not by
chance that Mars, and not any other planet, was chosen for a manned mission.
Scientists already know enough about our red neighbour to prepare for the
expedition properly.
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G. Man has been to space many times already. However, working on space stations is
still a rather risky activity. There is the risk of unpredictable situations which could
be fatal. In addition to that, astronauts are affected by the absence of gravity and
radiation. When back on Earth, their muscles are weakened and they may lose their
sense of direction and suffer from depression.

Women and the Olympic Games

The Olympic Games come from Ancient Greece. The first historical records of
the Games date back to 776 BC and that year is usually considered the starting point of
the long sports tradition. There is little reliable evidence about that distant year and lots
of our common knowledge on the Ancient Olympic Games is based on legends and old
written records. In most cases the records don’t present the original texts but
translations. The original text has obviously been rewritten and changed several times
from one language to another by different people. The “chained” translation cannot be
free of errors and mistakes - sometimes the translators’ personal attitude affected the
way the facts were described, sometimes they failed to understand the real meaning of
the text and presented their mistaken version as fact.

What is common knowledge is that women were forbidden to take part in the
Ancient Olympic Games. More than that, an Ancient Greek traveller wrote in his book
that all women were banned from Olympia during the time when the Games were held.
According to him, the law was very strict about that and death was the punishment for
disobedience. However, there is no any evidence that any woman was ever punished.
Surprisingly, in his other book, the same traveller mentioned that unmarried women
were allowed to watch the Games, and in Sparta women were not only spectators but
were active participants in the sports competitions too!

There were games especially for women - the Heracan Games — where men were
allowed as spectators and supporters but never as athletes. The games were held in
Olympia in the Olympic year, prior to the Olympic Games. The women’s Games
honoured Hera, a powerful goddess of Olympus. Originally, it was only a foot-race:
young women ran barefoot in the Ancient Olympic Stadium. Then the list of the
competitions was increased. The winners were awarded olive crowns and their portraits
or even statues were placed in Hera’s temple. They were also given valuable presents,
cattle, containers with olive oil and were publicly praised in their hometowns.
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Romans invaded Greece in the 2nd century BC. They considered competing in
public disgraceful and they didn’t like the idea that the competitions were held to
honour the ancient gods and goddesses. Romans prohibited the Heracan Games and
then the Olympic Games too. Fortunately, the idea of the Olympic Games was not
forgotten. In the 19™ century it was brought back to life. However, this time the Games
were seen as an international event and they were supposed to be held each time in a
different country.

The first Modern Olympic Games of 1896 were not open to women. However,
only four years later, in 1900, the first ladies’ tennis competition was included in the
Olympic programme in Paris and Charlotte Cooper became the winner and entered
history as the first female Olympic champion.

The Olympic Games are the most famous sporting event. The Games as important
athletic competitions began in 776 BC, in Olympia, Ancient Greece. According to
the legend, the competitions were held in order to entertain the gods who lived on
Mount Olympus. Originally, the competitions included horse races, wrestling,
jumping and running. They were held once every four years in one and the same
place, in contrast to the modern tradition of being held in different cities and
countries.

The Olympic Games were not all about sport. They were also a great religious,
cultural and political event. Painters, sculptors and other artistic people came to the
Olympic site to display their works and it was a sort of artistic competition too.
Poets created verses to honour the Olympic winners. Politicians stopped wars and
all kinds of disputes, and even criminals were not put to death during the time of
the Games.

Athletes from different cities of Ancient Greece and from its colonies came to
Olympus to prove they were the best. Only free-born men were allowed to take part
in the competitions. Slaves or people who were bom in slavery could not
participate. Some historians say that the age of the sportsmen was an essential
requirement too — only young people were admitted as candidates but the exact
‘cut-off” age was not determined.

It was an honour to take part in the Olympic Games and those who became
champions were treated like heroes. They were crowned with olive leaves and were
offered money and valuables. In their native towns the sculptors created statues of
them and they became famous and privileged citizens.

The Olympic rituals started at the same time as the Games themselves. They were
certainly simpler than the modern day events but still they included dancing,
singing, reciting poetry and feasts in honour of the winners. The symbol of the
Games, the Olympic Flame, comes from Ancient Greece too. The sacred flame was
lit from the sun’s rays at Mount Olympus and stayed lit until the Games were
completed.
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F. The chariot races were a very exciting competition in the Ancient Olympic Games.
A chariot was a vehicle with two wheels drawn by horses. The driver could control
from one to four horses. The chariots raced at incredible speeds; accidents and bad
injuries were inevitable as the chariots often crashed into each other.

Volcanoes

Scientists usually call a volcano “active” if it has erupted at least once during the
last 10,000 years, if it is currently erupting or is showing some signs of unrest. Extinct
volcanoes are those which scientists consider unlikely to erupt again as there are no
signs of magma inside. However, it is not easy to say for sure that a volcano is really
extinct. There are many examples of when volcanoes have come back to life after being
inactive for thousands and thousands of years. They may look like peaceful mountains,
and not necessarily very high ones, but may actually be restless under the surface. Not
all tourists coming to Scotland know that the famous Edinburgh Castle in Scotland is
actually situated on the top of an extinct volcano.

Only about 10% per cent of people on earth live in areas that are close to active
volcanoes. Though most people live far from them, we all understand that they affect
our life tremendously; starting with the fact that volcanoes created the appearance of the
planet we live on. About 80% of the earth’s hard surface was formed by lava from the
eruption of volcanoes and the atmosphere was originally made from gases and dust
from inside our planet.

Volcanoes have always been a great tourist attraction, and not just the extinct
ones. Surprisingly, travel agencies registered a dramatic increase in the number of
tourists in regions where volcanoes were becoming active. For example, the eruption of
volcanoes in New Zealand attracted lots of tourists to the country. The situation was the
same with the great eruption of a volcano in Iceland. It caused lots of inconvenience to
passengers as flights were cancelled because of smoke and ash in the air. However,
when air traffic was restored, the still smoking volcano made Iceland a very popular
tourist destination — people wanted to see the amazing power of nature.
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People have always tried to predict volcanic eruptions. A volcano ready to erupt
gives certain signs like a particular type of vibration in the ground, a rising temperature
and rising levels of radiation in and around the crater, etc. The most innovative and
safest way to monitor volcanoes is by satellites. Cameras and special equipment are able
to see large areas of the earth’s surface at once and never miss the signs mentioned
above. The scientists get all the information from the satellite very quickly and analyse
it in their labs. Thus, they are able to predict the time and the scale of the eruption and
warn the authorities and people well beforehand.

There are many stories about animals predicting eruptions, earthquakes, and other
natural disasters. They say that wild animals and even pets started to behave strangely
several hours prior to the disaster. There are different hypotheses about how the animals
managed to sense the danger but there is not enough evidence for any of them.
Moreover, when the researchers tried to imitate electromagnetic waves, vibration of the
earth and other things associated with coming disasters, some animals responded to
them but others just ignored them.

My second
favourite subject is history. I’ve recently done a project about the history of my
home town and found out lots of interesting facts. Do you know any brief stories
about your home town?

Student: Yes, I certainly do. 1 feel lucky that I was born in Vladimir. It’s a small town
not far from Moscow and it has an impressive history. It was founded in 1108 by
Vladimir Monomakh.

Interlocutor: It’s really very old, isn’t it?

Student: Yes, it is. It developed very fast in the 12" -13th centuries and even became
the capital city of North-Eastern Russia. It was a rich town, the center of trade and
commerce. However, in the 13" century, most of Vladimir was destroyed by Mongol
invaders. There are some amazing artefacts that are kept in the Historical Museum in
Vladimir from that time.

Interlocutor: It all sounds like a plot for a good historical film. I think my next
project is going to be about the history of your town.

Student: If you need any information for your project, I’ll be happy to help.
Interlocutor: Thanks, I’ll let you know. Look, we are having a little spaghetti
party tonight. Would you like to go with us?

Student: Yeah, I love spaghetti.

Interlocutor: I can pick you up on my way there if you want.

Student: Yes. That would be fine. When and where shall we meet?

Women and the Olympic Games

The Olympic Games come from Ancient Greece. The first historical records of the
Games date back to 776 BC and that year is usually considered the starting point of the
long sports tradition.

According to the records, only male athletes participated in the competitions and
women were forbidden to take part in the Ancient Olympic Games. More than that, an
Ancient Greek traveller wrote in his book that all women were banned from Olympia
during the time when the Games were held. According to him, the law was very strict
about that and death was the punishment for disobedience, no matter what the social
status of the woman was. However, there is no any evidence that any woman was ever
punished.

There were games especially for women - the Heracan Games — where men were
allowed as spectators and supporters but never as athletes. The games were held in
Olympia in the Olympic year, prior to the Olympic Games. The women’s Games
honoured Hera, a powerful goddess of Olympus. Originally, it was only a foot-race:
young women ran barefoot in the Ancient Olympic Stadium. Then the list of the
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competitions was increased. The winners were awarded olive crowns and their portraits
or even statues were placed in Hera’s temple. They were also given valuable presents,
cattle, containers with olive oil and were publicly praised in their hometowns.

Romans invaded Greece in the 2nd century BC. They considered competing in public
disgraceful and they didn’t like the idea that the competitions were held to honour the
ancient gods and goddesses. Romans prohibited the Heraean Games and then the
Olympic Games too. Fortunately, the idea of the Olympic Games was not forgotten.
In the 19" century it was brought back to life. However, this time the Games were seen
as an international event and they were supposed to be held each time in a different
country.

The first Modermn Olympic Games of 1896 were not open to women. However, only
four years later, in 1900, the first ladies’ tennis competition was included in the
Olympic programme in Paris and Charlotte Cooper became the winner and entered
history as the first female Olympic champion.

Only about 10% per cent of people on earth live in areas that are close to active
volcanoes. Though most people live far from them, we all understand that they affect
our life tremendously; starting with the fact that volcanoes created the appearance of the
planet we live on. About 80% of the earth’s hard surface was formed by lava from the
eruption of volcanoes and the atmosphere was originally made from gases and dust
from inside our planet.

Volcanoes have always been a great tourist attraction. Surprisingly, travel
agencies registered a dramatic increase in the number of tourists in regions where
volcanoes were becoming active. For example, the eruption of volcanoes in New
Zealand attracted lots of tourists to the country. The situation was the same with the
great eruption of a volcano in Iceland.

However, when air traffic
was restored, the still smoking volcano made Iceland a very popular tourist destination

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People have always tried to predict volcanic eruptions. The most innovative and
safest way to monitor volcanoes is by satellites. Cameras and special equipment are able
to see large areas of the earth’s surface at once and never miss the signs mentioned
above. The scientists get all the information from the satellite very quickly and analyse
it in their labs. Thus, they are able to predict the time and the scale of the eruption and
warn the authorities and people well beforehand.
